Census 2000 Status Report

whether to release any adjusted data for purposes other tha gpportionment. He added that MAG staff
would be conferring with Census Bureau staff about the future of the Speciad Census Program.

Approva of Database and Assumptions for the June 2002 Socioeconomic Projections

Rita Waton stated that the MAG GIS and Database Update project was establishing the data, methods
and assumptions fromwhicha June 2002 set of socioeconomic projectionswould be produced. She noted
that at the August mesting of the MAG POPTAC  assumptions and methodswere distributed induding the
MAG geography, populaion/employment ratiosand employment by land use sector, occupancy rates, and
persons per household to be used for the June 2002 socioeconomic projections. Ms. Walton reviewed
severd of the assumptions and methods. George Pettit requested that the informationbe presented to the
MAG POPTAC Ad Hoc Subcommittee for their recommendation prior to bringing it back to the MAG
POPTAC. Ms. Wadton said that ameeting of the Ad Hoc Subcommittee would be convened prior to the
next POPTAC meeting to take up the matter.

Digribution of Data and Assumptions for Review and Consderation.

Rita Wadton reported that MAG gaff would be digtributing additional data and assumptions for MAG
POPTAC review and consideration prior to the next mesting..

Subregiona Megtings on Socioeconomic Informetion

Harry Wolfe reviewed the schedule for MAG gaff holding five subregiona socioeconomic informeation
mesetings.
