The FY 2001 MAG Unified Planning Work
Program includes $240,000 for MAG to hire a
consultantto update the Regional Aviation System
Plan and to acquire ancillary materials to support
the project. On July 28, 2000, the Regional
Aviation System Plan Policy Committee
recommended that GRW Willis, Inc. be selected
to conduct the study for an amountnot to exceed
$312,925.  Staff is recommending that GRW
Willis be selected and that the Work Program be
amended to use $77,925 of Federal Highway
Administration funds for the additional amount
required beyond the $240,000 previously
budgeted in the Work Program. The
Management Committee concurredwith the staff
recommendation.
