Application Elements for 2007

The following applications and certification forms are required to be completed and submitted by all applicants:

· Local Application: This application is electronic and will be filled out and submitted through the Valley of the Sun United Way “e-Cfund” system. The local application is required to appropriately review and rank each application.  The local application is not included in this packet.  You will be emailed with instructions on how to access the e-Cfund system to complete the application.  
· HUD Federal Application (Exhibit II): The federal application will be submitted to MAG staff for review and will be included in the consolidated application to HUD.  It is very important that this application is filled out accurately and is complete. HUD will review each application to make a final funding decision. · Please submit one original and one copy of each item indicated on the checklist (page eight) in the order provided.  
· Please use paper clips or binder clips to hold applications together.
· Please do not staple or permanently bind the applications in any way and do not place any hole punches in the applications.   
· Only submit questions and their responses, please do not submit application instructions.
LATE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  Applications that are submitted after the indicated deadlines will not be accepted and will not be considered for funding.  An application will be considered late if submitted at 12:01 p.m. or later on the indicated deadline.  
Applications will be accepted early.  If you would like to drop off an application early, please schedule a time with Brande Mead at (602) 452-5060.

Eligibility Criteria

All projects must meet HUD threshold requirements, including eligibility and match requirements. Failure to meet eligibility requirements will result in an unfunded application. Submitted projects must serve homeless people as defined by HUD.  Please refer to the HUD website  www.hud.gov/offices/cpd/homeless/library/shp/index.cfm  for additional eligibility information.  Eligible applicants can include state, local governments and other government entities such as public housing authorities private nonprofit organizations with 501(c)(3) tax exempt status under the IRS Code, or certified United Way. Organizations that have a voluntary board, a functioning accounting system, practice nondiscrimination in the provision of assistance, and the net earnings of which do not benefit anyone associated with the organization community mental health associations that are public nonprofit organizations are also eligible applicants for the Federal Application process.  

To be eligible to receive assistance from projects a person must be homeless. Projects that propose serving other populations will not be considered for funding. Homeless persons are those who are sleeping in places not meant for human habitation, such as cars, parks, sidewalks, and abandoned buildings, are sleeping in emergency shelters, are living in transitional or supportive housing for homeless persons but who originally came from streets or emergency shelters, ordinarily sleep in transitional or supportive housing for homeless persons but are spending a short time (30 consecutive days or less) in a hospital or other institution, are being evicted within the week from private dwelling units and no subsequent residences have been identified and they lack the resources and support networks needed to obtain access to housing.

The Department administers other programs to serve persons who are poorly housed or need supportive housing but are not homeless. These programs include: Section 8 Housing Assistance Payments, public housing, HOME, Community Development Block Grants, and Supportive Housing for Persons With Disabilities. 

New Applicants/Projects

New projects will be accepted for the following:

Permanent housing projects that serve people who are chronically homeless (by HUD’s definition) and have a physical, mental, emotional or developmental disability, including those incurred as a result of drug or alcohol abuse. HIV/AIDS is considered a disability for these purposes. HUD’s definition of chronically homeless is “a homeless individual unaccompanied by children with a diagnosable disabling condition such as serious mental illness, drug or alcohol abuse, developmental disabilities, chronic physical illness or disability including HIV/AIDS who has either been continuously homeless in an emergency shelter or been unsheltered for a year or more or has been unsheltered or in an emergency shelter at least four times in the past three years.”
Renewal Applicants

This competition is open to all HUD McKinney renewal grantees whose projects expire in calendar year 2008. 

Maricopa Homeless Management Information System (HMIS) Project

All agencies applying for these funds either as an applicant or sponsor must participate in the Maricopa HMIS Project.   For information about HMIS, contact Robert Duvall at (602) 263-8845 x 102 or by email at rduvall@cir.org.

Leverage Letters

Please provide information from all sources (that apply to this project) for which you have a written commitment of financial and/or in-kind support.  The written commitment must be submitted with the application.  Leveraging items may include any written commitments that will be used towards your cash match requirements in the project, as well as any written commitments for buildings, equipment, materials, in-kind services and volunteer time.

Please provide letters for the value of all contributions to the project for which you have a written commitment.  This is extremely important, as the amount of leverage directly impacts your ranking and the competitiveness of the Maricopa Regional Continuum of Care application to HUD.

The written commitments must be documented on letterhead stationery, signed and dated by an authorized representative.  Written agreements could include signed letters, memoranda of agreement, contracts, and other documented evidence of a commitment.  Letters must, at a minimum, contain the following elements: 

· The name of the organization/source providing the contribution;

· The name of the project and its sponsor organization to which the contribution will be given;

· The date that the contribution will be available (this should specify the timing to coincide with the project year); 

· The value of the contribution and how that was determined: donated professional services should be valued at the customary rate; volunteer time should be valued at $10 per hour;

· MUST NOT have soft wording in the statement, such as, “if the City Council approves”, “subject to”, “we intend”;

· Common Examples:

· Volunteer hours (valued at $10 for non-professionals and going professional rates for professionals)

· In-kind services

· Agency revenues

· Rental income from tenants 

· Other funding sources

· United Way contributions

· Donated construction materials 

· Donations of rent, materials or services at less than market value (the difference between charge and value is match)

· Unique Examples:

· Donated laundry revenues

· In-kind video productions 

· Donated hygiene supplies (diapers, wipes, lotion)

· Value statement example: 40 volunteer hours valued at $10/hour = $400.  A value of goods statement could be “clothing valued at resale value in used good store”.  A below market rent statement could be, “(fair market rent) $700 less actual rent charged ($600) x 12 months x number of years of project.”

· Cash match can be used for leverage.  However leverage can only be used for match if it is cash.

If you do not have a written agreement following these guidelines, do not submit a letter.

Application Weights

The following weights (points) will be considered for each project and will be combined with a score from the Ranking and Review Committee for a total application score.
Application Completeness
two point scale: zero points for an incomplete application, two points for a complete application.  

Participation 
One to three point scale: points will be given based on the percentage of Continuum of Care and HMIS meetings attended as well as participation in the 2007 homeless street count. 

Leverage
One to five point scale: points will be given based on the percent of leverage obtained by each project as indicated in the project’s leverage letters.

Performance
One to ten point scale: based on goal achievement from Annual Performance Report (APR) questions 12 and 14 and 2006 action steps.  
· Evaluate responses to questions 12 and 14 in the APR.

· Evaluate responses to “action steps” as indicated in the 2006 HUD application and approved by the Continuum of Care in May 2006:
HUD’s Goal: Increase percentage of homeless persons staying in PH over 6 months to 71 percent.
Action Step: During the 2007 HUD application ranking and review process, give points to agencies that have increased their percentage of homeless persons staying in PH over six months by 20 percent.
HUD’s Goal: Increase percentage of homeless persons moving from TH to PH to 61 percent.
Action Step: During the 2007 ranking and review process, give local HUD application points to agencies that have increased their percentage by 30 percent.
HUD’s Goal: Increase percentage of homeless persons becoming employed by 11 percent.

Action Step: During the 2007 ranking and review process, give local HUD application points to agencies that have increased their percentage of homeless persons becoming employed by 11 percent.

Bonus
Five points: points will be given to any project that re-categorizes  funding from services to housing.

AZ Evaluation Project
One to three point scale: based on participation in AZ Evaluation Project (self-sufficiency matrix) through the HMIS.

Performance Standards

All new and renewal projects must demonstrate achievement of outcomes for the project as reflected in the APR’s and local application. All projects must have a specific plan for reaching their stated goals.

Mainstream Programs
HUD is requiring both individual agencies and the entire Continuum to have plans to coordinate and integrate mainstream programs into their homeless service delivery systems. Mainstream programs include SSI, SSDI, Social Security, General Public Assistance, TANF, SCHIP, Veterans Benefits, Employment Income, Unemployment Benefits, Veterans Healthcare, Medicaid, Food Stamps.  Both the agencies and the Continuum need to show how homeless clients are helped to access these services.  Questions about enrollment in mainstream programs are included in the supplemental application.  

Ranking and Review Information

The Ranking and Review Committee of the Valley of the Sun United Way will review and rank all applications passing eligibility criteria. This is designed to be an objective process. In order to reach this goal, each application will be ranked by three or more committee members. Agency presentations will be scheduled as requested by the Ranking and Review Committee.  Not all agencies will be requested to give a presentation.  
· Agencies will be notified by May 4th if they are required to give a presentation.  
· Agency presentations will be held on May 9th from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  You will be notified if you are required to give an agency presentation.  Please block this time on your calendar in case you are notified.
The Ranking and Review Committee will review, score and compare projects with the same category.  Scores from the Ranking and Review committee will combined with application weights for a total application score.
Rankings will be tiered by project type: 

1. Permanent Supportive Housing 

2. Transitional Housing 

3. Supportive Services Only Projects

· Other Beds (Emergency Shelters Chart Only): Emergency shelters are usually structures with year-round beds, but there are structures with seasonal beds that are made available to homeless persons during particularly high-demand seasons of the year, usually wintertime.  In addition, projects may have overflow capacity that includes cots or mats in addition to permanent bed capacity that is not ordinarily available but can be marshaled when demand is especially great, for example, on the coldest nights of the year. Vouchers (hotel/motel arrangements) are to be identified as overflow beds.
