E-Mail Question Received January 28, 2008 
  
Q: The RFP describes this as a "cost-reimbursement plus fixed fee 
contract."  In our experience, this has different meanings in different 
contexts.  Could you please explain exactly what this means currently at 
MAG? 
  
A: The consultant selected will sign a standard MAG contract for a fixed fee that 
includes all direct consultant costs (direct labor, fringe and audited overhead), 
directly reimbursable costs (backed up with original invoices for expenses being 
requested for reimbursement), and a fee (profit, maximum allowable at 10%). 
This total contract cost, as agreed upon, cannot be exceeded. The total contract 
price for this study cannot exceed the total cost approved and outlined in the 
RFP of $55,000. 

E-Mail Question Received January 18, 2008 

Q: Our organization received the RFP for the MAG Statewide 
Transportation Survey.  We are interested in proposing for this project, but 
wonder whether our presence is required at the pre-proposer conference to 
be held on Monday, January 21 at 1:00pm.  Due to our recent receipt of this 
RFP, and that the 21st is a holiday for our organization, we are hopeful that 
it is not necessary that we attend the conference and that we can receive a 
copy of the questions and answers discussed at the conference. Could you 
let me know if attendance is mandatory, and whether we can receive a 
summary of the discussion?
